Established in 1718 as the city’s fi rst mission,
the Alamo is the most famous spot in Texas
where 189 brave Texans and Tejanos fought
and died in the struggle for Texas
independence in 1836. Museum contains 
relics and mementos from the Republic of 
Texas. Open 9-5:30 Monday-Saturday and 
10-5:30 Sundays.
